Orchids in Christmas Hills

Christmas Hills is blessed with natural assets. Approximately 1470Ha (over 50%) of the
Christmas Hills Landcare group area still retains high quality remnant native vegetation -
predominantly the EVCs Grassy Dry Forest and Herb-rich Foothill Forest, but also
significant remnants of the EVC Valley Grassy Forest’ and small patches of the EVC
Box Ironbark Forest. The remnant native vegetation on private land is well connected to
remnant vegetation in Kinglake National Park, Sugarloaf Reserve and One Tree Hill
Reserve that together forms part of a major habitat link between Kinglake NP and
Warrandyte State Park.

In September 2013, Gary Backhouse (co-author The Orchids of Victoria) presented to
the group on the “Orchids of Christmas Hills”. Following this, Gary indicated to the CHLG
that, based on suitable habitat and known occurrences nearby, he believes there are two
FFG-listed (also EPBC-listed) species of orchid, and another 5 orchid species listed in
the DSE Advisory List of Rare or Threatened Plants in Victoria (2005), that have a
realistic chance of occurring on private land in Christmas Hills. The species are:
Caladenia rosella, C. amoena, C. oenochila, Corybas fimbriatus, Prasophyllum
pyriforme, Pterostylis striata, and Pf. smaragdyna.

As a result this project was formulated, and funding sought from the Victorian Landcare
Program via the PPWCMA Community Grants program.

The rare orchid search project

The project aimed to detect and record the locations of any new populations of one or
more of the identified target species on 28 private properties for which the landholders
had submitted an Eol granting permission for an orchid expert to come onto their
property to survey for orchids during 2014.

Other components of the project aimed to afford any discovered populations immediate
protection from grazing by rabbits, macropods, and deer, skill up landholders in
Christmas Hills to provide ongoing management of native orchid populations that occur
on their properties, and improve the capacity of Christmas Hills landholders to find and
identify orchids themselves.

Through a recruitment agency (Hays Personnel) the CHLG engaged the services (as a
temp) of Dr Dean Rouse, a skilled and respected orchid expert, to search for the target
orchid species on 28 properties covering 461 hectares.

Following initial discussions with Dr Rouse, the list of target species to search for was
expanded to 11 species:

Caladenia amoena Corybas fimbriatus
Caladenia concolor Prasophyllum pyriforme
Caladenia flavovirens Pterostylis biseta
Caladenia oenochila Pterostylis smaragdyna
Caladenia rosella Pterostylis striata
Calochilus therophilus

Orchid search methods

The searching was conducted during 2014 over three separate periods during 2014 -
June; August/September; and October, based on Dr Rouse’s knowledge of each
species’ flowering times and preferred habitat to optimise efficient use of time and
likelihood of discovery.

Dr Rouse searched for evidence of the presence of the target orchid species by
traversing on foot all areas of each species’ preferred habitat on each of the properties
listed below.

When evidence of any target species, or other notable occurrences, was discovered, Dr
Rouse photographed the evidence and electronically recorded its location using a GPS
device.



Dr Rouse also recorded the names of all species of orchids observed incidentally whilst
searching for the target species on each property so that an individual species list for
each property could be provided to each participating landholder.

Management recommendations

Dr Rouse was also asked to make recommendations on any specific priority locations
that he identified as needing additional protection to what is currently happening (eg in
the form of fencing, caging, targeted weed control, or some other form of management)

Finally, Dr Rouse was also asked to provide his views on any specific sites/properties
that he thinks provide suitable habitat, and therefore a potential host site, for the possible
re-introduction of Caladenia rosella, C. oenochila, Pterostylis smaragdyna, or Pt.
plumose, as these species are being propagated by the Royal Botanic Gardens as part
of the Nillumbik Conservation Corridors project (a Communities for Nature project that

Site Management Recommendations:

41 Breakneck Rd: Much of area fairly bare with high grazing pressure,
fencing of orchids to allow them to get through to seed set would likely
assist in recruitment.

990 Buttermans Trk: Very good orchid diversity on this block, the top
northern section has lots of spider orchids (C. phaeclavia and C. tentaculata)
unfortunately Briza is starting to take over here and this would be a good
potential site for CHLG to trial some Briza control methods.

79 Calwell Rd: Much of area fairly bare with high grazing pressure, fencing
of orchids to allow them to get through to seed set would likely assist in
recruitment.

109 Calwell Rd: In fairly good condition possibly the occasional burgen
control could be warranted.

100 Dawson Rd: At least two introduced Oxalis species invading from
council roadside (NW section of property) towards good orchid habitat.
Southern section heavily grazed, possible some exclusion fencing would
increase diversity there?

40 Dean Rd: In good condition particularly the northern section, possibly
some exclusion fencing in the SE section could assist recruitment in this
region.

114 McKinnon Tce: In good condition the western bush section of
property.

110 McKinnon Tce: Lower Ridge above gully in good condition, gully
does have a weed problem but unlikely to spread to drier sites on ridge.

14 Moorool Crt: Much of area fairly bare with high grazing pressure,
fencing of orchids to allow them to get through to seed set would likely
assist in recruitment.

2 Muir Rd: Ridge country in good condition though some weed problem
spreading off Skyline Rd. Gullies have some weed problems.

40 Muir Rd: Ridge country in good condition some weed problems in
gullies.



109 Reeves Rd: Ridge country in good condition and most of the
controllable gully weeds under control. Unfortunately not sure you can do
anything to stop Sweet Vernal Grass in the gullies except restrict it there.

60 Scholz Rd: Lower NW section in good condition, continued work
probably required to stop the encroachment of Burgen on to this area.

10 Scholz Rd: Slashed area has made an artificial Themeda grassland which
supports a number of orchid species. There is the potential for Spanish heath
to become a problem in some regions.

71 School Ln: Surprisingly good Sun-orchid rich grassland on cuttings,
important that council management plans protects these areas.

190 Scott Rd: Helen’s pre-fire orchid list compared to the current list
indicates how poor this period in the post fire regeneration is for orchids.
Thick wattle growth, while only temporary, is not good for orchids. Also
nutrient load post fire tends to support introduced weeds over natives.
Hopefully overtime nutrient levels in the soil will decrease tipping the
balance back to natives like Drosera. Some success in restoring native
grasslands has been achieved by sugaring which promotes the flush of soil
microbes speeding up nutrient exhaustion in the soil. I’'m unsure whether
this technique is beneficial in other vegetation types?

1004 & 1010 Skyline Rd: Not high orchid diversity country, some
Pittosporum control would be beneficial.

1252 Skyline Rd: Area has same post fire problems as 190 Scott Rd.

1073 Skyline Rd: Only far northern section has orchids, encroachment of
blackberries onto this area is a possible future concern.

792 Skyline Rd: Good quality grassy woodland with little or no weed
problems. Maintaining current management regime is probably safest
option.

1055 Skyline Rd: High quality orchid country, there is a bad outbreak of
Agapanthus in the NE section of property.



1405 Skyline Rd: High diversity orchid country pre-fire, currently orchids
are generally found only in patches in which trees have maintained there
crowns. Hopefully with time the orchids will come back to the heavily burnt
sections also (see under 190 Scott Rd and 50 Wallace Rd).

4 Tanderum Way: Mainly colonising orchid species in back paddock, some
temporary exclusion fencing from emergence to seeding would probably
increase numbers.

50 Wallace Rd: Fire affected high quality orchid country, laying of
branches along hill contours (and other terracing methods) to disrupt water
flows down exposed hillsides and to promote the build up of leaf, humus and
topsoil could be of benefit to orchids. Currently there is probably very little
recruitment occurring because of the exposed clayish subsoil is not
particularly suitable for orchid seedling germination.

118 Wallace Rd: Good quality orchid country in good condition.

79 Westering Rd: Good quality orchid country in good condition.
